Choose either of two test options ñthe ACT Assessment or the ACT Assessment 

Plus Writing, which includes a 30 -minute Writing Test.  Not all colleges and  

universities require a Writing Test.  Check with the college.  

ACT and SAT Testing 
College-bound students need to keep these tests dates handy.  We recommend that students begin tak-

ing these tests during the spring of their junior year to avoid last minute performance stress in their 

senior year.  Choosing the right curriculum should begin as early as freshman year to insure maximum 

gain and performance in high school academics.

Our History: BALTO was started in 1994 by a 
group of  Student Council members. They began 
with individual recipients, and in 2000 changed 
to raising money for organizations. In 2008, 
ENHS raised $187,000 for the Oklahoma chapter 
of  the Make-A-Wish Foundation. This was the 

single largest donation ever given to a single Make-A-Wish chapter. Just last year, we raised 
$193,000 for the Oklahoma Brain Tumor Foundation. BALTO is an amazing way for the 
ENHS student body, faculty, local businesses, and the community to make a positive impact 
on the lives of  those in need. 
 
Our 2010 Recipient: 95% of  the money raised through BALTO this year will go towards 
sending Oklahoma kids to the Victory Junction Gang Camp located in North Carolina. 
VJGC is a camp that accommodates children with physical or mental ailments that donõt al-
low them to attend other summer camps. Each child is assigned a volunteer camp counselor 
that is with them at all times. There is even a hospital on site that even give children chemo-
therapy; all medical care is free to all campers. The camp even has disease specific weeks to 
ensure that no child ever feels alone. The other 5% raised with go towards benefiting the 
Coffee Creek Riding Center in Edmond. The Coffee Creek Riding Center gives free thera-
peutic riding lessons to over 180 children per semester, for the past 34 years. The therapeu-
tic riding helps with the childrenõs motor skills, physical activity, and relationships with not 
only humans, but animals as well!
